When does this tour run?
The tour operates during peak fall foliage season, from late September through October, when Hamilton’s waterfalls and escarpment are framed by brilliant autumn colours.
How long is the tour?


It is a full-day experience from Toronto, typically lasting 7 - 8 hours including travel, waterfall visits, and a lunch break.
What is included in the price?
Round-trip transportation by small-group coach (max 14 passengers), Stops at Tew Falls, Dundas Lookout, Sherman Falls, and Tiffany Falls, Onboard staff to assist with check-in and timing, Scheduled lunch break at RioCan University Plaza.
What’s not included?
Meals and beverages (bring your own or purchase during the lunch stop), Guided commentary at waterfalls (this is a self-guided outing at each stop), Gratuities, personal expenses, and souvenirs.
How much walking is required?
