Some additional items or imagery may be prohibited from being photographed and this will be clearly signposted. Ask a member of staff if you are unsure. The use of tripods and selfie-sticks are prohibited.
Can I take pictures inside Westminster Abbey?
We’re sorry, but, you won’t be able to take photos inside this site.
Can I take a bag into Westminster Abbey or the Tower of London?
Yes, but only small bags are allowed. Kindly note, all bags are subject to a security check before admission and entrance.
