What is the Paradise Tour?
The Paradise Tour is a full-day adventure exploring 27km of coastline, including visits to Bustard Head Lightstation, sandboarding on Middle Island, and opportunities to spot local wildlife.​

How long is the tour?
Approximately 7 hours, typically from 9:00 AM to 4:00 PM.
What is included in the tour?
The tour includes guided commentary, access to Bustard Head Lightstation, sandboarding, morning tea, lunch, and refreshments.​
Is the tour suitable for all ages?
Yes, however children under 8 years old cannot enter the lighthouse tower for safety reasons.​
What level of fitness is required?
A moderate level of fitness is beneficial, especially for activities like sandboarding and climbing the lighthouse tower stairs.​ However, those activities are not compulsory.
How long is the Paradise Tour and what time does it start?
The Paradise Tour runs for around 7 hours, typically from 9:00 AM to 4:00 PM. Exact times may vary depending on tides and conditions.
Is lunch provided on the Paradise Tour?
Yes! You'll enjoy a picnic lunch prepared by the 1770 Marina Café, plus morning tea and billy tea brewed over an open fire. Dietary needs can be catered for with prior notice.
Is the sandboarding optional?
Absolutely! While it's a highlight for many, sandboarding is optional. Guests can cheer others on, take photos, or simply enjoy the view.
Is the tour physically demanding?
No. Moderate fitness is helpful. You’ll climb stairs inside the lighthouse tower and walk through sandy terrain to the cemetery, all of which are optional. Sandboarding and beach activities are optional also.
Can I go into the lighthouse?
Yes, LARC guests can go inside the lighthouse tower and up to the balcony. Although only if you're 8 years or older. For safety reasons, children under 8 cannot enter the lighthouse tower due to building regulations.
What wildlife might I see?
Expect sea eagles, kangaroos, dolphins, crabs, rays and an array of birdlife. Every trip is different, depending on the season and tide.
