Where does the ride start?
The tour starts at 189 Hercules Road, London, SE1 7LD. The closest underground station is Lambeth North (Bakerloo line).
Where does it end?
The ride ends back at 189 Hercules Road, London, SE1 7LD.
What if it rains?
Rides operate rain or shine. We have free ponchos available in the event of rain. However, if we decide that weather will effect the safety of a trip, we will offer to rearrange or refund your booking.
Can I leave my luggage?

Do you go on roads?

If you're ok with that, then teens (13+) are welcome to join the ride so long as they are a minimum of 55 inches / 140 cm tall. If you have younger / smaller kids, we recommend booking a private tour so that we can tailor the experience especially for your family.
Is there a lunch break?
The pub stop is just a brief 20 minutes to enjoy a pint or soft drink and use the facilities. Unfortunately, there isn't time for a full sit-down meal. But there are bar snacks if you're peckish!
