Description Summary:
Our <b>zipline activity at Mont-Catherine</b> begins with an easy hike through a maple forest with rocky cliffs and views of the <b>Laurentian Mountains</b>. From the first peak, a mega zipline takes you across a ravine to the other side of the mountain.

Description:
<h2><b>Summer Ziplines</b></h2>
Our summertime zipline activity at Mont-Catherine offers you an exciting 4 mega zipline experience! From the first peak, a <b>mega zipline</b> of more than <b>2,100 feet</b> takes you to the other side of the mountain. The second zipline takes you for a zip of <b>1,500 feet</b> (450m) down to Cap Beauséjour. After a short hike to the start of the longest of our four mega ziplines of <b>3,000 feet</b> (900m). You will fly thought the air for more than 1 minute  up to 380 feet (115m) above the treetops! An experience you won’t soon forget! You’ll finish with the final zipline which is  <b>2,100 feet</b> (650m.</p> long.
  
<h2><b>4 Seasons Ziplines</b></h2>
You will start our zipline activity with a 45-minute snowshoe or hike (depending on the season)  on Mont-Catherine. When the weather is cold, you will be able to warm up in a teepee at the top before starting your descent. Then, fly from summit to summit on 2 mega ziplines. The first zipline is 3,000 feet long and up to 380 feet above the trees! You can warm up again before skimming the tops of the trees on the 2,132 foot long second zipline. Thrills guaranteed !

<li>Our base is 35 minutes from Tremblant resort. We are situated less than a 1.5-hour drive from Montreal and approximately 2-hour drive Ottawa.</li>

DIRECTIONS from ST-JOVITE Area - Ville de Mont-Tremblant   25 minute drive

1. Take 117 south to Sainte Agathe des Monts, about 25 minutes. Take exit 86 Sainte-Agathe-Des-Monts (centre-ville).

2. Turn left on Route 117 Principale and then left on Chemin de la Rivière

3. Turn left onto Chemin de la rivière

4. After about 1.2 km you will then go down a slope, cross a bridge and stop

5. Turn left onto Chemin Trudel / Brunet

6. After about 400 meters turn left onto Chemin du Mont Catherine

7. After about 2 km and you will arrive. Park here and check-in at the building up top where you will be welcomed.



DIRECTIONS FROM TREMBLANT RESORT - Approximately 35-minute drive 

1. Exit Tremblant and drive towards the roundabout at the north end of Montée Ryan facing Lac Tremblant

2. Turn left on Montée Ryan towards Montreal and hwy 117.

3. At the next large roundabout adjacent to the Tourist Information Centre continue on Montée Ryan.

4. At the end of Montée Ryan (after Tim Hortons), pass under hwy 117 turn left on Highway 117 South and follow the DIRECTIONS from ST-JOVITE Area above.



DIRECTIONS FROM OLD TREMBLANT VILLAGE Approximately 35-minute drive 

1. Take Ch. du village from the Old village heading south. You should pass the church on your left as you leave the village otherwise you are heading the wrong way.

2. After a couple of minutes you will pass the  fire station on your right then cross a bridge over the Diable River.

3. You will arrive at the large traffic-circle adjacent to the Tourist Information Centre.Take your first right onto Montee Ryan towards highway 117 - Montreal.

4. At the end of Montée Ryan (after Tim Hortons), pass under hwy 117 turn left on Highway 117 South and follow DIRECTIONS from ST-JOVITE Area above



DIRECTIONS FROM MONTREAL - 1.5hrs

1. Take autoroute 15 North to Sainte-Agathe.

2. Take exit 86 Sainte-Agathe-Des-Monts (centre-ville).

3. Turn left onto Chemin de la rivière

4. After about 1.2 km you will then go down a slope, cross a bridge and stop

5. Turn left onto Chemin Trudel / Brunet

6. After about 400 meters turn left onto Chemin du Mont Catherine

7. After about 2 km and you will arrive. Park here and check-in at the building up top where you will be welcomed.



DIRECTIONS FROM OTTAWA - 2.5hrs

1.Take autoroute 50 East.

2. Take 323 North to Mont-Tremblant.

3. Turn right to get on the 117 South follow DIRECTIONS from ST-JOVITE Area above
